TUSCAN LAKES’ NEW PARK 
TO SET ‘GREEN’ STANDARD

 
The City Council of League City has taken an initial step toward ensuring 
that the Eastern Regional Park’s design meets internationally recognized 
energy efficiency and environmental standards.  The park, which is being 
built in Tuscan Lakes on land donated to the city by the Johnson Development 
Corporation, will achieve Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design, 
or LEED, certification due to council’s decision to allocate $60,000 for 
additional engineering work and design fees for the recreational building.
 
In order to achieve the level of certification the city is aiming for, the park 
recreation building must be insulated and constructed from sustainable 
materials, have an energy efficient air-conditioning and heating unit and 
have a water and sewage recycling system.  Other efficiency features the 
park will have include efficient water landscaping, equipment that reduces 
potable water usage and plants that require less water to maintain.

The initial cost for achieving the certification would add about $1.1 million 
to the overall $15 million project.  While Tuscan Lakes provided the land, 
funding for the park comes from a voter-approved taxing entity that allocates 
a quarter-cent on the dollar of the city’s sales tax revenue for municipal park 
projects and amateur sporting facilities.  City officials estimate the project’s 
cost will be regained in eight to eleven years.

The Eastern Regional Park will be located in Tuscan Lakes on the south side 
of Highway 96 between FM 270 and Dickinson Avenue.  Council members 
have reviewed architectural elevations and floor plans for the future park and 
a design plan will be chosen within the coming months.
