Nature Sightings
RED-BELLIED WOODPECKER
Male red-bellied woodpeckers are medium sized birds that have red caps and hind necks, black and white 
barred backs and tails. Their belly feathers are off white with a reddish tinge. Females are similar to males 
but lack the red hind neck.

It takes only 7 to 10 days for a pair of red-bellied woodpeckers to carve a home in a dead tree. 
Red-bellied woodpeckers will occasionally use bird houses. These woodpeckers 

have been known to store food in hollow trees. Their diet consists of insects, nuts, fruits, and berries. You can 
attract red-bellied woodpeckers to bird feeders by providing them with peanuts.

In the spring, woodpeckers are especially attracted to any sound that resonates, including aluminum shed roofs 
and even the hoods of cars, much to the annoyance of their human owners.

Red-bellied woodpeckers are found in eastern Texas and U.S.
